Policy statement 

This policy was adopted by Ruskin Road Pre School on 1st September 2025. It is the policy of 

Ruskin Road Pre School that all children wear school uniform. Our policy is based on the 

principles that school uniform:  

▪ Promotes a sense of pride in the school 

▪ Develops their sense of community and belonging to the school.  

▪ Is practical and looks smart  

▪ Makes children feel equal to others in the terms of appearance 

▪ Is regarded as suitable clothing for school  

▪ Is considered by parents as good value for money  

▪ Is designed with health and safety in mind  

▪ Has a positive impact on behaviour and attitude 

 

Procedures Uniform  

▪ Navy blue polo shirts with school emblem  

▪ Navy blue sweatshirt/cardigan with school emblem 

▪ Practical bottoms e.g. track suit bottoms, leggings or shorts  

▪ Bag with school emblem 

 

Spare clothes  

▪ These should be spare uniform that is labelled and kept in the child’s book bag. 

 



Shoes  

▪ Practical, comfortable shoes or trainers with Velcro fastenings must be worn. Due to health and 

safety reason children are not allowed to wear Crocs, Flip flops, high heels or wedges.  

 

Jewellery  

▪ Due to health and safety children should not wear any jewellery in Pre School. However, if a child 

has newly pierced ears and therefore has earrings in, they must be covered for the initial six-week 

period, after which they must be removed.
